
 

After being “leashed up” by the flood last summer, we are now back in full swing raising 
money for our new building; our home, which will be a place for all our cat and dog Paws!  
Mark your calendars for our community-wide “Place for Paws” fundraiser coming up 
Thursday, June 28

th
 at our Pierre Street location (313 S Pierre Street). Stop in from 4:00-

7:00pm to view our building plans, bid on silent auction items, and make a donation and/or 
pledge towards completing this building.   
 
Currently we have raised $208,300 in cash gifts and pledges (pledges will be paid in 
increments over 3 years) toward the $400,000 goal. This goal, by the way, includes the land 
we have already purchased outright on Lowell Avenue, off Airport Road behind Walmart.   
 
Our officers have worked with Ryan Kruger on a building plan which has been carefully 
designed for our animals as they await their forever homes. Our new building will include 
indoor/outdoor kennel runs for the dogs, sick rooms for animals who need to be tended to and 
kept apart from the others, cat rooms, and a showroom where people can meet with the 
animals they are interested in adopting. Of course there are also a reception area, laundry 
room, an office, and a human potty. 
 
Whew! Soon we will be paying on a short mortgage (several years) rather than paying rent 
forever! In a building project like this, groups typically raise as much as they can upfront and 
then take out a short mortgage for the rest. Our group has been paying rent on our Pierre 
Street location, so that rent expense will go away when we move and have to start paying the 
bank. Of course, the more we raise now, the sweeter our payments will be.

It can happen to any of us, the front door doesn’t shut all the way and your cat slips out or your leash breaks and your 

dog takes off. Things happen. If your pet is lost, follow these steps and be sure your pets have on ID tags, including 

your contact numbers: 

 Call local law enforcement right away. For Pierre, Ft. Pierre, and Hughes County, call 773-7410. 

 Call the “pound” at 224-1075.  

 Hang flyers in the area you lost your pet. 

 Utilize media outlets like radio, paper, Facebook, etc. 

 Don’t give up. We’ve encountered many lost animals who have been found well over a month of being lost. 
 

A fixed pet is a healthy pet. Intact male and female pets are 

at a greater risk of cancer. Please spay and/or neuter your 

pet. It might save his/her life and eliminate unwanted litters of 

puppies and kittens. Kittens and puppies are adorable, but 

those 6 tiny, cute puppies and kittens will grow up to be 6 

adult dogs and cats. Unless you are prepared to take on 6 

more animals, please consider spaying/neutering your pet. 

Be certain that your pets are safe during warmer outdoor 

temperatures. Always put out fresh, cool water. Clean the 

bucket or dish weekly so bacteria doesn’t grow in the 

container. Make sure your dog can get into the shade. Don’t 

leave your dog outside during hot weather. They will dig down 

until they hit cool dirt that will help lower their body 

temperature. Today the hole might barely scratch the surface, 

but they will continue to dig everyday to find cool dirt.  

Your pet is part of your family. Would you move into an apartment or house that doesn’t take kids? Your dog will protect 

you if you treat him/her like part of the family. I certainly don’t recommend teaching any animal to be aggressive, but it is 

their natural instinct to protect their pack. Yep, you and your family are your dog’s pack.  

Dogs are very smart but they are not born with the knowledge of commands. Teach them what you want them to know. 

Sit, off, down, and come are all commands that you are responsible to teach your pet. Need help? Search the web or 

check out one of my favorite sites, www.howtoobediencetrain.com. This site has links to everything, from barking, 

digging, house training, aggression, and more. It is a great resource! God created our dogs. It’s up to us to provide 

food, water, security, and training. God made him, but you make him what he is.  

Always keep your pet confined via leash, fence, or tie out. It’s the law. And even if your dog would never attack 

someone or another dog, another dog could be the aggressor. It is much easier to protect your dog with a leash 

attached to the collar. A bucket of cold water thrown at the dogs is a safe way to break up a dogfight. Don’t get in the 

middle of it. You might end up with broken bones or stitches. In the heat of battle, even your own dog can’t distinguish 

that you are his loving master.   

I give you this information because it’s information I use for my own “kids” and it’s great information to have on hand. 

Enjoy your pets and keep them safe, so they can be around for a long happy life.
